Injection Teaching and Support
Most patients with HCV take combination therapy
for almost a full year (48 weeks). Therapy includes a
weekly self-injection of the interferon medication.

Prosperity Specialty Pharmacy is the only specialty
pharmacy in the area to offer individual injection
teaching sessions and support services. We have
private injection teaching rooms, where you can learn
– at your own pace – how to prepare the materials
and correctly administer your HCV medications.
